Silent letters:  The rules PDST – ‘Please Don’t Say These’  and ‘CareFuL’ – remind us that certain 

consonants are not usually pronounced at the end of words.   In the plural verb ending eg 

dansent / nagent, the -ent ending is not pronounced.   However, we do pronounce the ent in 

serpent. 

The circumflex accent (l’accent circonflexe) generally marks the presence in very old French of 

the letter ‘s’ in the spelling of the word eg:  hôpital = hospital / hôtel = hostel / fôret = forest.
