In front of the vowels a / o / u, ‘c’ 

sounds like the English ‘k’:  canard /  

cochon / culotte 

In front of the vowels i / e / y, ‘c’ 

sounds like the English ‘s’: cinq, 

c’est, Annecy  

‘ph’ makes the same sound as f:  

dauphin / photo 

 
The verb ‘est’ (which means ‘is’) is a high-frequency word in French.  It is pronounced like è and ê (ai). 

When inside a syllable, eg mer-le / res-te the letter e is pronounced like è (ai), without needing a grave accent.
