	Geography

The children will be revisiting their map and atlas skills while locating active, dormant and extinct volcanoes.

Our first topic will be narrative writing – we will be diving into a new key text ‘Winters Child’ and building on our mastery skills and story writing abilities. The outcome of this topic will be to write a fantasy story, based on a fable, in the style of the author Angela Mcallister.
