	Computing 

The children will identify input and output devices required to work with sound digitally. They will discuss ownership of digital audio and the copyright implications of duplicating the work of others. The children will record and edit their own podcast.

Our topic is states of matter. 
Through a range of investigations, the children will learn that materials and objects can be grouped into solids, liquids and gases. They look at the properties of solids, liquids and gases and relate these to the common uses of materials.
