	 History  
What was the industrial revolution and how do we see its legacy around Manchester? We continue to learn about the Victorian era and the lasting impact we see in our local area,
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	English
Key Texts: 
We will be studying a gorgeous book that tackles an important environmental issue.  The children will write their own information texts to highlight the plight of endangered animals. 
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	Maths
Learning challenges from White Rose include work on calculating with fractions and using this in the context of measurement.
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	Geography
Mapwork and links to human geography milestones to provide context for deeper understanding of the Industrial Revolution.
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	Religious Education


We begin by learning about the Hindu festival of Diwali.  Then, as we approach the joyful church seasons of Advent and Christmas, we will find out how Christmas is celebrated by Christians around the world.
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	Physical Education
PE lessons will take place on a Friday, with our coaching staff.
Additionally, children will develop a range of outdoor skills during COAL on Thursday afternoons
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	Computing 
Pupils will be learning about data and information.  This unit looks at how a flat-file database can be used to organise data in records. Pupils will use tools within a database to order and answer questions about data. They will create graphs and charts from their data to help solve problems. They will use a real-life database to answer a question, and present their work to others.
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	Science


Electricity and renewable energy are our topics for the next seven weeks.  This will include drawing and interpreting circuit diagram, learning about and experimenting with electrical components.

We will develop understanding of French grammar and vocabulary, responding verbally and writing sentences.
