Key Texts: 
Sky Chasers 
by Emma Carroll
This is an historical novel which takes an unusual perspective on a key moment from history.

Children will review knowledge of history and geography as they read extracts from this novel and then use them to inspire some autobiographical writing.
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	Geography

We will learn about more of the different biomes across the globe, including Savannah and Polar regions.
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	Maths
Our maths topics this half term will be Fractions, decimals and percentages; Area, perimeter and volume and Statistics.
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	Religious Education


Our topic this term is a sensitive one as it explores difficult issues which affect us all.  The themes are “Loss, Death and Christian Hope”.  It includes exploration of the Easter story as well as looking at different world views.
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	Physical Education
PE lessons will take place on a Friday.  Sam will be coaching some movement and dance lessons.  Additionally, children will develop a range of team sport skills during COAL afternoons.
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	Computing 
We have an exciting unit of work on 3D modelling this term.  Children will learn to design and construct models for specific purposes, allowing them to get creative!
