	English
The English Framework at ACE includes daily lessons of English, SPAG (spelling, punctuation and grammar) bursts and reading sessions, both independent and class novel.  The children chose the classic ‘The Railway Children’ for their class novel this half term.  The English text is called ‘Seal Surfer’ by Michael Foreman. 
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	Maths

We follow the White Rose Maths Scheme.  Place value, reading, writing, making and partitioning numbers up to 1,000. We will then be moving onto addition and subtraction of 3 digit numbers.  
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	Religious Education

In our RE lessons we will be the Questful RE Scheme.  We will be asking the questions Why is harvest celebrated? How and why do Christians and other religions celebrate harvest?
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	Science 

We follow the White Rose Education scheme for Science and this half term we will be exploring skeletons and movement. 
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	Computing 

We will be following the Teach Computing unit of computing systems and networks – connecting computers. 
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	Geography 

We will be asking the key question – what is shaping our world?  We will be looking at erosion and deposition.
