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Fledglings Newsletter - Spring 1 2026
Welcome back and Happy New Year! We hope you all had a lovely break and are ready for an exciting new term ahead. This half term our learning will be based around our new topic ‘Space’, where the children will explore changes between day and night, learn about the sun, moon and stars, and discover the wonders of space through stories, songs, play and hands-on activities. We’re really looking forward to a fun and curiosity-filled term together!


	Communication and Language
This term, children will develop their communication and language skills through space-themed stories, songs and role play. They will be encouraged to talk about the sun, moon, stars and planets, learn new topic vocabulary, ask questions and share their ideas as they explore and imagine what it might be like to travel into space.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

This term, children will be encouraged to talk about their dreams and goals and learn that they can achieve them through trying their best and not giving up. Through stories, discussions and role play, they will develop confidence, resilience and a positive attitude towards learning.
	Physical Development

In PE this term, the children will take part in gymnastics activities focusing on rock and roll movements to develop balance, coordination and body control. They will also practise object manipulation skills, such as rolling, throwing and catching, helping to build strength, confidence and spatial awareness.
	RE

This term, children will learn about some of the parables Jesus told and explore the messages within them, such as kindness, sharing and helping others. Through stories, discussions and activities, children will be encouraged to think about how these teachings can be shown in their own everyday actions.

	Understanding the World

This term, children will explore space and learn about the sun, moon and stars, as well as day and night. Through hands-on activities, stories and discussions, they will develop curiosity about the world beyond Earth and begin to talk about similarities and differences they notice in the world around them.
	Expressive Arts and Design

Children will explore their creativity through space-themed art, craft and music activities. They will use a range of materials to create rockets, planets and stars, and enjoy learning and performing songs linked to space, helping them to express their ideas, imagination and feelings.
	Maths

In Reception, children will delve deeper into numbers up to 10 and explore concepts of mass, capacity, length, height and time through practical activities and everyday problem-solving. In Nursery, children will focus on numbers 3, 4 and 5, learning to recognise, count and represent these numbers in fun and engaging ways.

	Literacy
This term, children will explore key texts linked to our space topic, using stories to develop their reading and comprehension skills. They will also continue learning phonics and enjoy exploring traditional tales, building their confidence in speaking, listening and writing through stories, songs and activities.
