Reminders

On PE days, please ensure that children wear appropriate footwear and come to school dressed in their PE kits. PE lessons will take place on Tuesdays and Thursdays. In addition, until the February half-term, children will also need their PE kits on Wednesdays for Forest School, alongside their Forest School kit.
