	Geography

	Religious Education


The RE topic that we will be looking at is called ‘Did she make the right choice?’.  The aim of the unit is to look at the role and significance of women in the Bible and God’s big story.
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	Physical Education

PE lessons will take place every Monday morning.  The children will be taught how to play badminton.  Additionally, children will develop a range of team sport skills.
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	Computing 

Pupils will develop their knowledge and understanding of programming, specifically looking at selection in quizzes.  In this unit, pupils develop their knowledge of selection by revisiting how conditions can be used in programs and then learning how the If… Then… Else structure can be used to select different outcomes depending on whether a condition is true or false.
