The Pathway to Write key texts for this term are ‘Journey’ by Aaron Becker and ‘Zeraffa Giraffa’ by Diane Hoffmeyer. The children will be working towards achieving the key Year 3 English writing objectives such as: using inverted commas, use adverbs and adverbial phrases to indicate time, use expanded noun phrases to describe and use different present and past tenses.  Book Club will use a varied of text extracts which form the new reading spine.  The class novels for the term are ‘White Fox’ by Jackie Morris and ‘The Lion , the witch and the wardrobe’ by CS Lewis.
	Maths
Learning challenges from White Rose take in the final unit on fractions.  We will then look at shape, space and measure by looking at time, money and shape.  Our final unit for the year will be statistics. Please do log in and complete the MyMaths homework as this consolidates units completed in class. 
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	Science
The science units for this term include looking at plants, forces including magnets. 
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	History
The children will continue to research and explore different eras in history.  This term they will be learning about the Roman Empire. 
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	P.E.
The children will revert to PE sessions on a Tuesday afternoon and Thursday morning.  They will be doing athletics and tennis.
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	R.E.
The children will continue with the Questful RE scheme and will explore the units on ‘Rules for Living’ and Christian Art. 
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	PSHE
The children will continue exploring the Jigsaw scheme and the units on Relationships and Changing Me – this includes sex education. 
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	Music
Music follows the Charanga scheme and we will be Baroque music.

Following the Primary Languages Network scheme the children will be learning the French vocabulary for fruit and vegetables as well as being able to say where we live. 
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	Geography
The children will be learning about international trade.

The children will be looking at featured artist Kandinsky in abstract art.  In Dt they will be looking at paper circuits. 
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
